“Whatever money is collected on the day Mr Bombolas passes on to various clubs
and associations to assist with their fund raising efforts,” Steve said.

The BBQ was held in mid November for several hours outside Carina North Quality
Meats, who kindly donated the sausages.

“We are very grateful for the funding which will provide athletes with more services to
help prepare them to perform at their best,” Steve said.

Steve added community groups in the Chatsworth Electorate, should think about
“Bomber’'s BBQs” as a way of raising a few extra dollars for their organisation.
